SOR GA agreed at the April 2011 BOM meeting that the expense of attending meetings should not be a financial burden to delegates and officers.  It was agreed then that travel, registration and lodging would be reimbursed.  It was felt that meals outside the function should be paid by attendees.

Twiggs Cemetery – The City of Augusta department for cemeteries has been contacted and they asked the SOR to send a formal written request for them to assume maintenance responsibilities in order to have the request on file.  Historic societies in Augusta have also been contacted as well as the GA Secretary of State.  We will also make contact with Augusta DAR chapters to get their input.  Maintenance has become a financial burden and we must continue to search for relief.
