Minutes of the last meeting were approved.
Reports –

1st Vice President – Mr. Frame mentioned a committee from the Gen. Society from Pennsylvania will be in town Jan. 13th to review facilities and venues for the Triennial in October.  This will include dinner, a visit to Ft. Jackson, a Savannah River tour and other places where events are scheduled.  The annual meeting will hopefully be held again at St. John’s Episcopal Church fellowship hall but this is not firm at this time.  The annual banquet in 2012 will again be scheduled at the Yacht Club on 2/17/12.  Prices should not change substantially from last year.  Mr. Blalock suggested as a possible speaker Janet Uhler, author of Freedom’s Cost, a biography of Nathanael Greene.  He has heard her and thought highly of her.  She is from Cape Cod.  Her airfare and lodging expense will be absorbed by SOR and not added to ticket cost of banquet.  There was discussion on this and agreed that to preserve our cash position, this would not become a rule in the future.  Events should stand financially on their own with ticket costs covering expenses.  She will be invited.  Oyster Roast was success with over 60 in attendance.  Food and drinks were provided by our talented and dedicated members with substantial savings in cost and the ability to reduce price to members.  Ticket costs reflected savings and a small profit was made on event.  Still searching for Triennial speaker.  BOM asked to submit ideas to 1st VP.  Mr. Anderson, our Solicitor, mentioned as a possibility the retired President, John Casteen, of UVA where he is an alumnus.  He would approach Mr. Casteen who is a well-versed on the American Revolution to see if he would be interested.  BOM approved.

Nathanael Greene Registrar –  Report attached.  Proposed Robert Marsh Ray III for membership.  Bob Evans is 1st Proposer and Paul East is 2nd Proposer.  BOM approved.  NG has procedure problem in that current by-laws state a prospective member must attend a business meeting and they presently only hold two per year.  They plan to amend by-laws to expedite new members being proposed.  This will be addressed by Mr. East, as registrar, and Mr. Frame.
Nathanael Greene Chapter 
Impressive newsletter has been produced.  George Washington portraits in area schools have been well received.  Asked if chapters would be under umbrella of charitable organization of State SOR.  Answered in the affirmative and without need of chapters having different tax I.D. number.
John Devane Chapter
A letter was sent to the President of the Chapter in November 2011 informing him of chapter dissolution by 12/31/11.  He responded and asked for a meeting to discuss options.  The meeting was held at the Milledgeville Country Club on December 30th.  In attendance from John DeVane were chapter president Bobby Towns and Michael Tomme.  Attending from the State SOR were Chris Frame, Mitchell Bush and Ron Freeman.  Mr. Towns said attending BOM meetings in person from Athens were onerous and asked for attendance by video.  He also asked that if dissolution is removed that reinstatement fees be waived if delinquent members were allowed to come back in.  SOR representatives asked for –

· A change in leadership in the Chapter.

· Regular meetings of officers and membership with copies of minutes to the SOR.

· A proposal for activities and outreach for new members.

Mr. Towns and Mr. Tomme were in agreement.

At the BOM meeting, Mr. Lufburrow moved that the dissolution date be extended to March 31, 2012 and that chapter members who are delinquent on dues be required to come current including reinstatement fees.  Our rules should for followed without favoritism  They should be informed by letter of our requirements for them to continue as a viable chapter of the SOR.  If these items are met and in accordance with what the BOM deems proper for operation of a chapter, the dissolution will be removed.  Otherwise, the chapter will be dissolved.  The motion was passed unanimously with Messer’s Frame, Bush and Freeman abstaining.

All requested information has been 
submitted.
Operations Manual – A work in progress.
Newsletter – Second newsletter has been mailed and well received by members.
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
