On December 23, 1777, General Washington wrote from his headquarters at Valley Forge .  .  .  . “We have this day no less than 2873 
men in camp unfit for duty because they are barefooted and otherwise naked” 

“Oftentimes”, wrote a soldier,” I have gone one, two, three, and even four days without a morsel, unless the fields or forests might 
chance to afford enough to prevent absolute starvation.”  The men of the Continental Army had little food and too little clothing to
themselves from the cold.

Quartermaster Nathanael Greene wrote to General Washington. “God grant we may never be brought to such a wretched condition 
again.”  “Naked and starving as they are, we cannot enough admire incomparable Patience and Fidelity of the soldier,” wrote General 
Washington.
